OFFICIAL CALL

Mass Meeting of the Goochland County Republican Committee
I, John D. Myers, Chairman of the Goochland County Republican Committee (GCRC), of the Republican Party of Virginia, pursuant to the Plan of Organization and as recommended by the Committee, do hereby issue a call for a Mass Meeting to be held on Saturday, July 11, 2020  from 9:00 AM until 3:00 PM, with registration beginning at 9:00 AM and ending at 10:00 AM, at Central High Cultural and Educational Complex,  2748 Dogtown Road, Goochland, Virginia 23063, for the purpose of electing a GCRC Chair.  Everyone who filed for membership and meets the qualifications of Article I of the Republican Party of Virginia (RPV) Plan of Organization is deemed to be elected. Because of the COVID-19 Pandemic and associated executive actions by the Governor of Virginia, this will be an unassembled event.  
Qualifications for Participation: All legal and qualified voters of Goochland County under the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, regardless of race religion, national origin or sex, who are in accord with the principles of the Republican Party and who, if requested, express in open meeting either orally or in writing as may be required, their intent to support all of its nominees for public office in the ensuing election, may participate as members of the Republican Party of Virginia in its mass meetings, party canvasses, conventions, or primaries encompassing their respective election districts.  Voters wishing to participate in the Mass Meeting must be properly registered to vote in Goochland County and must present one of the forms of identification listed in § 24.2-643 of the Code of Virginia in order to participate. In addition to the foregoing, to be in accord with the principles of the Republican Party, a voter shall not have participated in the nominating process of a party other than the Republican Party within the last five years.  A single exception to this requirement shall be approved for a voter who renounces affiliation with any other party in writing and who expresses in writing that he or she is in accord with the principles of the Republican Party and intends at the time of the writing to support the nominees of the Republican Party in the future.
Filing Requirements:  All credentialed pre-filed delegates to the Mass Meeting will be able to vote after providing proper identification per the Qualifications for Participation requirements.  All delegates registering the day of the Mass Meeting will be able to vote after being credentialed and providing proper identification per the Qualifications for Participation requirements.
Conduct of the Meeting:  The meeting will be unassembled, specifically, a drive-in convention.  Those who have not preregistered may register for participation in this event from 9:00 AM until 10:00 AM. They will drive in, be asked for identification and given a filing form.  After being credentialed, they may vote immediately regardless of the District in which they reside. Due to the mandate limiting the number of persons who can assemble, those who have pre-registered are being asked to arrive at the meeting at specified times according to their election district.  However, all qualified delegates will be allowed to vote between the hours of 9:00 AM and 3:00 PM regardless of the time they arrive.
We recommend:

District 1 – 10:00 AM until 11:00 AM

District 2 – 11:00 AM until 12:00 PM

District 3 – 12:00 PM until 1:00 PM

District 4 – 1:00 PM until 2:00 PM

District 5 – 2:00 PM until 3:00 PM

Delegates will drive in, be asked to show their identification, be checked off the list of pre-filed credentialed delegates and given a ballot.  They will then fill out the ballot and submit it without leaving their vehicle.
Mass Meeting Committees: The GCRC Chair shall appoint the Chair and members of a Credentials Committee, a Rules Committee, and an Elections Committee.

Registration Fee:  There is no fee required to participate in this meeting, however, a voluntary $25 fee may be paid.
